SHARING
I went to Mass this morning and before the daily Mass starts, they pray the Chaplet of Divine Mercy and the Rosary. SHARING
Thanks for sharing your words about the Hail Mary: ‘…now and at the hour of our death’.  I haven’t prayed the Rosary much in the past, but have prayed it a lot in the past two months.  Two weeks ago my father had killed himself, and that is what kept coming to me, ‘…pray for us sinners now and at the hour of our death’.  I have been wondering where my father is now.  Is he in Heaven, is he in Purgatory?  This is thorns, ugly, ugly, ugly, and converted to something beautiful.  I am in the middle of that struggle right now.  But these words of the Hail Mary are speaking to me now and I wanted to share that with you.  
PRAYER
Lord Jesus, You are merciful, You are most forgiving!  O Lord, You pursue us with a desire far beyond anything than we can ever imagine.  You pursue us, O Lord, through the valleys and the mountains, through the days and the months of our lives, to the moments of our deaths and also beyond.  O Jesus, we can rely on You for mercy, for forgiveness and plenteous redemption.  In You, O Jesus, though we fail You sometimes, Your love never fails us; Your love never fails us.  Your love never fails us, O Lord!  Glory and praise to You!!
SCRIPTURE
Hebrews 4: 14 – 16:  Let us, then, hold firmly to the faith we profess.  For we have a great High Priest Who has gone into the very presence of God - Jesus, the Son of God.  Our High Priest is not one who cannot feel sympathy for our weaknesses.  On the contrary, we have a High Priest Who was tempted in every way that we are, but did not sin.  Let us then have confidence and approach God’s throne, where there is grace.  There we will receive mercy and find grace to help us just when we need it.
