INSPIRED WORD

SENSE / EXHORTATION
While Ray was talking, I just got a very strong feeling that God wanted to talk especially to all of the teens tonight.  We have a few more here than we normally do, and I would invite all teens to get involved.  I really think that it will mean a lot to you and you all have a lot to offer, more than you might even know.  You give all of us a chance to see things with fresh eyes.  So I invite and challenge all teens to get involved in the Church, to get involved in Mass; don’t just be a spectator.  It will mean a lot more to you if you are involved, more than if you just sit back and watch.  

PRAYER
We are ready to do that, Lord; we are ready to step out in faith, Lord.  We simply say to You, Lord, “Have Your way with us tonight, our loving Lord.”
SCRIPTURE
Whether you are young like Mary or Timothy, or if you are old like Abraham or Sarah, Paul gives us a message that calls to all of us.  It is Romans 12: 1 – 2: I appeal to you therefore, brothers and sisters, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, which is your spiritual worship.  Do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your minds.  Then you will be able to test and approve what God’s will is – His good, pleasing and perfect will.  

SCRIPTURE

Continuing with the reading from Romans 12: 2: “Do not conform yourselves to this age but be transformed by the renewal of your mind.”  From this I was led to Matthew 18: 3:  (Jesus was speaking) “Amen, I say to you, unless you change and become like little children, you will never enter the kingdom of heaven.”  The thought that comes to mind, is that as we grow older into adults, we develop more inhibitions.  Whereas, children have no inhibitions and they can be so carefree in expressing their love and not being concerned about what other people think about them.  That is our calling possibly, to transform ourselves and carry on that youthful mindset.  

IMAGE
This is what came to my mind when Doris was speaking – I saw the living Stations of the Cross during Lent.  They were beautifully done and then at the end there was an array of candles put up here and we each came forward to light a candle.  But what still sticks in my mind is that there were two young men, one on each side, and they would hand each of us a candle as we came up.  Along the way I think that a young lady was there also.  They would hand us the light and we would light our candle and then hand the light back to them.  I think that is what we are supposed to do, to pass on the light.  They did it beautifully; it is still in my mind.   
IMAGE
When we were singing this last song, I had my eyes closed.  In my mind I saw the Lord holding a huge key and a heart.  I am not sure what that is supposed to mean, but it is like He holds the keys to our hearts, the hearts that we need to open.  He is the Way to open our hearts. 
SCRIPTURE
Romans 13: 12 – 14: The day of His return will soon be here.  So let us put aside the deeds of darkness and put on the armor of light.  Let us behave decently, as in the daytime, not in wild parties and drunkenness, not in sexual immorality and not in fighting or jealousy.  But clothe yourselves with the Lord Jesus Christ, and do not think about how to gratify the desires of the sinful nature.   

CONFIRMATION
I want to confirm those verses that she just read.  I think there is a spirit of right living falling upon us.  From Deuteronomy, the end of Chapter 5 and going into Chapter 6 where the Israelites have just received the Ten Commandments.  God tells them, “So be careful to do what the Lord your God has commanded you; do not turn aside to the right or to the left.  Walk in all the way that the Lord your God has commanded you, so that you may live and prosper and prolong your days in the land that you will possess. (Deuteronomy 5: 32 – 33)  Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is One.  Love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your strength.  These commandments that I give you today are to be upon your hearts.  Impress them upon your children.  Talk about them when you sit at home and when you walk along the road, when you lie down and when you get up.  Tie them as symbols on your hands and bind them on your foreheads.  Write them on the doorframes of your houses and on your gates.  (Deuteronomy 6: 4 – 9)
