SCRIPTURE

Psalm 145: 1-6: I will proclaim Your greatness as my God and King; I will thank You forever and forever.  Everyday I will thank You; I will praise You forever and ever.  The Lord is great and is to be highly praised; His greatness is beyond understanding.  What You have done will be praised from one generation to the next; they will proclaim Your mighty acts.  They will speak of Your glory and majesty, and I will meditate on Your wonderful deeds.  People will speak of Your mighty deeds and I will proclaim Your greatness.   

SCRIPTURE / PRAYER
Revelation 4:11 and Chapter 5: It is my belief that God wants to do a specific thing here tonight.  He always wants to do something and if He wants to do it, He will do it.  The first two songs we sang reminded me of this Scripture in Revelation.  “You are worthy, our Lord, to receive glory and honor and power, for You created all things, and by Your will they existed and were created.  Then I saw in the right hand of Him Who sat on the throne a scroll written on the inside and on the back, sealed with seven seals; then I saw a mighty angel proclaiming with a loud voice, “Who is worthy to open the scroll and break its seals?”  And no one in heaven or on earth or under the earth was able to open the scroll or to look into it.  I wept bitterly because no one was found worthy to open the scroll or to look into it.  Then one of the elders said to me, “Do not weep!  See, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, has triumphed.  He is able to open the scroll and its seven seals.”  Then I saw standing in the midst of the throne and the four living creatures and the elders a Lamb that seemed to have been slain.  He had seven horns and seven eyes; these are the seven spirits of God sent out into the whole world.  He came and received the scroll from the right hand of the one who sat on the throne.  When he had taken the scroll, the four living creatures and the twenty-four elders fell down before the Lamb, each holding a harp and golden bowls full of incense, which are the prayers of the saints.  They sang a new song: “You are worthy to take the scroll and to open its seals, for You were slain and have redeemed us to God by Your Blood out of every tribe and tongue, people and nation.  You have made them to be a kingdom and priests to serve our God, and they will reign on the earth.”  Then I looked again and heard the voices of many angels who surrounded the throne and the living creatures and the elders; they numbered thousands upon thousands, ten thousand times ten thousand, millions of them.  They sang with a loud voice, “Worthy is the Lamb Who was slain, to receive power and wealth and wisdom and strength and honor and glory and praise!”  Then I heard every creature in heaven and on earth and under the earth and in the sea, everything in the universe cry out, “To Him Who sits on the throne and to the Lamb be praise and honor and glory and power, for ever and ever!”  Then the four living creatures said, “Amen,” and the elders fell down and worshiped.”  Dear God, we know that the only righteous response that we can give is to fall down before Your Face and worship You.  Lord Jesus, You are the Lamb that was slain, You are the same yesterday, today and forever and we just appreciate so much what You have done for us, to us, and in us.  In Jesus’ name we pray.  Amen and Alleluia!!    

SCRIPTURE

Isaiah 12: 4-6: Proclaim that His Name is exalted.  Sing praises to the Lord, for He has done gloriously; let this be known in all the earth.  Shout aloud and sing for joy, O royal Zion, for great in your midst is the Holy One of Israel.  
PROPHECY / PRAYER
…Holy One of Israel.  We have praised Him and sung with the angels and the saints the praises to Him gathered around the throne.  We heard that He wants to do something here, something really wonderful, and now He says to us, “Great in your midst is the Holy One of Israel.”  Lord Jesus, we know that You inhabit the praises of Your people and You have just told us right now that you are in our midst.  Lord, we ask You to come!  Come, Lord, in our midst as You have promised and do that which You want to do.  
TONGUES

INTERPRETATION

O My precious children, I just want you to know how much I love you.  My love for you is so powerful!  I can do anything because I am so powerful, yet My love is also so gentle.  I love you so much!!  
INTERPRETATION

I love each of you so much and I wish to speak with you as friends and to have long conversations with you.  Can you talk to Me just as you talk to a dear loved one?  Can you listen and hear Me?  I wish to have a long conversation with you; I want to talk about the things you need to do tonight, tomorrow and each day of your life.  I want to be that close to you as you are going about your daily business.  Speak to Me!  Use your gifts, be Mine, and let Me help you!  
IMAGE / PROPHECY
….it is like a circular one with pieces of wood pointing inward.  It wasn’t there to protect the person; it was built by the person, to prevent the person from going to Jesus for whatever reason.  So it is basically a wall set up by the person, maybe it is unworthiness or some other things like that.  Jesus comes across and levels the wall or barrier.  He comes in and calls you to Himself.  Not to fear, not to worry, but He calls you to Himself.  He says, “This barrier you have made is not of Me, it is of your own making.  I take it down because of My love for you.  I take it down and embrace you.  I take it down and I call you to Myself.  Come to Me!  Let Me love you!  Receive My love, My mercy, and My forgiveness!!”
PROPHECY

I wasn’t quite sure what God was giving to me when Mel spoke in Tongues, but Jesus did say, “I see you standing and peering over that fence on your tip toes and you can barely see My face.  I am right here; you don’t need to look over that fence.  I can trample that fence down.  I am right here in front of you; you don’t need to have those barriers built up anymore.  I am standing right here and the fence is down.  My yoke is easy and My burden is light.”  

CONFIRMATION

I want to confirm one of the Interpretations that we heard a couple of minutes ago because I too was hearing the words ‘Converse with Me! Speak with Me; let Me get to know you.  Take pleasure and joy in Me, converse with Me!’  

PROPHECY / EXHORTATION
The Lord says, “Behold, am I not the Lord, have I not called you forth out of darkness and into My light?  Have I not brought you into this place to minister to you?  You called unto Me and I am calling unto you!”  He is King of kings, Lord of lords, and He seeks only to commune with us as we commune with Him.  He wants to be with us as we want to be with Him.  He is not going to be mean, harsh or judgmental.  He wants to put His arms around us and cover us with His wings as Jesus has risen with healing in His wings.   
SCRIPTURE

Psalm 121: I have been sitting on this Scripture all night and the Lord told me that now is the time to speak.  “I lift up my eyes to the hills - from where will my help come?  My help comes from the Lord, Who made heaven and earth.  He will not let your foot be moved; He Who keeps you will not slumber.  The Lord is your keeper; the Lord is your shade at your right hand.  The Lord will keep you from all evil; He will keep your life.  The Lord will keep your going out and your coming in from this time on and forevermore.”
