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SCRIPTURE
John 14: 15 – 21:  Jesus was talking to His disciples and He said, “If you love Me, you will keep My commandments.  And I will ask the Father, and He will give you another Advocate, to be with you always, the Spirit of truth, Whom the world cannot accept, because it neither sees nor knows Him.  But you know Him because He remains with you, and will be in you.  I will not leave you orphans; I will come to you.  In a little while the world will no longer see Me, but you will see Me, because I live and you also will live.  On that day you will realize that I am in My Father and you are in Me and I in you.  Whoever has My commandments and observes them is the one who loves Me.  And whoever loves Me will be loved by My Father, and I too will love him and reveal Myself to him. “  

SHARING
…he said that we needed prayer, trust and obedience.  These three things are the PTO.  For those of you who lived on a farm, or perhaps are mechanically minded, you know that PTO stands for “power take off”.  You would hook up all of the appliances, all the equipment, and all the machines to the PTO to be driven; this is where they derive their power.  If we pray, trust and obey, we connect ourselves to the true power of the universe.  That is where we draw our strength, our hope, our comfort and our joy; and that is where the universe draws its power.  The same “power take off” is available to us, God our Father, Jesus our Lord, and the Holy Spirit our Advocate.  
SCRIPTURE 
1 Peter 1: 13 – 16: Therefore prepare your minds for action; discipline yourselves; set all your hope on the grace that Jesus Christ will bring you when He is revealed.  Like obedient children, do not be conformed to the desires that you formally had in ignorance.  Instead as He Who called you is holy, be holy yourselves in all your conduct; for it is written, “You shall be holy, for I am holy.”
SCRIPTURE
John 4: 6 – 14:  Jesus, tired out by the trip, sat down by the well.  It was about noon.  A Samaritan woman came to draw some water, and Jesus said to her, “Give Me a drink of water.”  The woman answered, “You are a Jew and I am a Samaritan, so how can you ask me for a drink?”  (Jews will not use the same cups and bowls that Samaritans use.)  Jesus answered, “If you only knew what God gives and Who it is that is asking you for a drink, you would ask Him, and He would give you life-giving water.”  “Sir,” the woman said, “you don’t have a bucket, and the well is deep.  Where would I get that life-giving water?  It was our ancestor Jacob who gave us this well; he and his sons and his flocks all drank from it.  You don’t claim to be greater than Jacob, do You?”  Jesus answered, “Everyone who drinks this water will get thirsty again, but whoever drinks the water that I will give him will never be thirsty again.  The water that I will give him will become in him a spring which will provide him with life-giving water and give him eternal life.”
