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IMAGE

SUMMARY

CONFIRMATION / PRAYER
I want to confirm that because each of us has to decide who God is to us.  He can be the Alpha, He can be the Omega, He can be the Brother, He can be Comfort, He can be Christ, He can be the Deliverer, the divine One, He can be Faith, He can be God, He can be Goodness, He can be the Holy One, the Inspirer, He can be Justice, or Jesus, He can be Love, He can be the Now, He can be the Prince of Peace.  Who do you want God to be for you?  He can be your Rest, He can be your Rock, your Savior, He can be the Truth, He can be the Way, the Warrior, and He can be the Victor.  If He is not one of the above, you have got some serious thinking to do.  You have to know Who God is, He has to be personal to you.  He cannot just ‘be there’.  Is He your friend?  Is He your leader?  Give Him a name which means the most to you personally.  Talk to Him as a friend because that is what He is and wants to be for all of us.  Sometimes we are afraid to talk about Satan or evil in this world, but read Scripture; to whom does the world belong?  Does it belong to Jesus?  Does the world belong to Jesus?  No, it belongs to Satan.  Evil happens throughout the world because Satan is in charge.  So our job is to pray, to be an army and to stand against evil; we know who is going to win!  We fight the battle everyday!  Lord, I surrender my life to you!  I give You my feet, my hands, take me where You want me to be, Lord, and have me do what You want of me. I know that I am not the only one here who is afraid; but I also know that He is telling me that it is okay to be afraid.  But He is with us and He will take care of it; He wants us to keep trusting in Him every moment of our lives!!
